Tauscher/Huetter, motion to accept the printed agenda.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve the printed minutes of the July 12 and July 14, 2010,  meetings.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to open the floor for public comment.  Motion carried.

1. Placement of public comment on the agenda was questioned.

2. Advertising for the sale of town property on School Road was asked as to  when it would take place.

3. Residence expressed the need to fix large pot holes on Forest Drive and Woodside Drive.

Planning Committee Report;

1. Jay Coopman request for a conditional use permit was tabled until after his scheduled trial August 19, 2010, for violation of the Town Ordinances.

2. Planning recommends to the town board to submit the working lands map to the state showing only changes that land owner requested.

3. Eugene Alexander  advised to seek a rezoning hearing in conjunction with a condition use permit to allow him to operate his business on Kunesh Road.

4. Bruce Hohmann will discontinue holding regular flea market sales and try to rent additional lands for his horses to bring him into compliance with town regulations.

5. Lyle Fritzgerald, 5166 Glendale Ave. will be further advised of his violation of the Nuisance Ordinance and a complaint will also be sent to the State Consumers Agency.

6. Humane Officer reported there were 10 dogs and 7 horses at 2858 Cty. Y.  Brown County Health Official will be asked to check the situation before any license are issued.

7. CSM for Rick Kaster, River Forest Hills, was tabled.  More information is needed and it does not have all required restrictive covenants.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to open the floor for discussion regarding kennel license application for Robin Kobielak.  Motion carried.

The number of dogs and horses actually on the ½ acre property was discussed.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to close the floor.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to review the request next month after a report is gotten from the County Health Officer as well as a report from the town Humane Officer.  Motion carried.

No action taken by the board regarding the request from Chris Vanden Elzen, for car damages caused by pot holes on Airport Drive.

Parkland sales tabled until chairman is available for an update.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to proceed with replacement of bricks and firming up of the foundation on the east end of the town hall for $2,000.  Motion carrid.  A bid will be gotten from Gunite Concrete to do more extensive repairs at a later date.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to submit to the county the working lands map with the requested changes and a letter of explanation.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to open the floor for comment regarding road maintenance.  Motion carried.  Suggestion was made to pulverize the asphalt on the road with the very large pot holes and add addition gravel and them leave it in the gravel stage over winter.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to close the floor.

Further road maintenance will be tabled until more information and prices can be gotten.
Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve building permits, land use permits, culvert permits and construction permits.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to approve invoices for current expenditures.  Motion carried.
