A Regular board meeting of the Town Board of Pittsfield was called to order by Chairman Deneys at 7:12 p.m. on Tuesday, December 14, 2010, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present for roll call were Chairman Deneys, Supervisor Huetter and Supervisor Tauscher.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the printed agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve the minutes of the November 9, and November 16, 2010 board meetings.  Motion carried.

The Honorable Municipal Judge Betley was present to give a review of citation issued by the Town of Pittsfield.  He explained any citation issued and left unpaid would receive tax interception.  Municipal Court is held the 1st Thursday of each month at the municipal building in the Village of Pulaski.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to open the floor for public comment.  Motion carried.

Comments heard included questions on the time lapse before action is taken when a citation is issued, dead animals disposed of on owners fence line, dates when winter manure spreading is allowed.  Snow removal company was complimented on the fine job handling the first big snow fall of the season.  Deneys/Huetter, motion to close the floor.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve the treasurer’s report.  Motion carried.

Planning committee report:

1. Recommend approval of CSM for Marc Lardinois.

2. Recommend zoning administrator send a notice to property owner at 2618 Hwy 32, giving him 10 days to bring his property into compliance with stipulation set forth with his Condition Use Permit.

3. Parcels PI-465-1-1 can be sold as a conforming lot and PI-409-1 can be sold as a non-conforming lot.
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to accept the planning committee report.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve the CSM for Marc Lardinois as recommended by Planning.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to sign the Land Lease Agreement for 2011 crop year with Paul Bodart for town owned property on Kunesh Road.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to sign N.E.W. service agreement.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to sign lawn care agreement with Robert Sweitzer for 2011, for the town hall and North Pittsfield Cemetery contingent on a follow up phone call by Chairman Deneys.  Motion carried.

Park land issues:


DNR will be doing an appraisal of the parkland on School Drive.  Town of Pittsfield must do a new appraisal of parcels PI-368 and PI-388 at an estimated cost of $300 to $1,000 before a conversion is approved for the Grant. 
 Deneys/Tauscher motion to approve ordering 4 Autumn Blaze Maple trees offered by Green Bay Packer First Downs for Trees.  Motion carried.  This is a cost-share program.  The Packer Organization is responsible for purchasing the trees.  Town is responsible for picking up trees at Meacham Nursery and any associated planting costs and future care.  In March we will receive information about pick-updates, tree planting information and a media kit.
Because the appraisal on the park land is waiting to be done, an extension on the offer to purchase will need to be signed with both Mike Bodart and the Meacham Family.  It is hoped the sale can be completed by the end of February.

The suit filled with Gary DeCaster will be heard in January.  If no settlement is agreed upon the trial date is set for July 26, 2011.

Road issues:


Mead and Hunt did a preliminary study on the west portion of Old Hwy 29.  Approximate cost for reconstruction is $425,000.  Board will look into biding it as a two year project, with the possibility of doing it as a joint contract with the Village of Suamico.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve the building permits, land use permits, and construction permits.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the invoices for current expenses.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve checks 8985-9026.  Motion carried.

Rescue Squad Report:

No meeting was held in November.  Squad  continues to operate ahead of budget and is expected to be in good financial shape at the end of the year.  Next board meeting will be Dec. 27, 2010.
Fire Dept.

No word on the FEMA Grant yet.  Department will train with rescue squad members in December and January.  $1,800 was received from a fund raiser.  Department will be purchasing gas  detectors. If a buyer is not found for the old ladder truck by Dec. 1, 2010, it will go to auction.  Next board meeting will be Jan. 24, 2010.
