A regular board meeting of the Town Board of Pittsfield was held on Tuesday, January 11, 2011.  Meeting was called to order by Chairman Deneys at 7:45 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present for roll were Chairman Deneys, Supervisor Huetter and Supervisor Tauscher.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to approve the printed agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve the printed minutes of the December 14, 2010, regular board meeting.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to open the floor for public comment.  Motion carried.  Being none, Deneys/Tauscher, motion to close the floor.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to approve the report.  Motion carried.

Planning committee report:

1. Jay Coopman advised to seek a Condition Use Hearing to allow for requested sale of boats, travel trailers, cars, trucks, equipment and storage and a new camp ground.
2. Conditional Use Permits were reviewed.  Bruce Hohman will be sent a letter allowing him an additional month to bring his property into compliance as he requested.  It will be reviewed again at the February meeting.  Nick Fischer will be notified that his Conditional Use Permit is obsolete and will be terminated.

3. NFPA 1, was reviewed and recommend it be added to Town of Pittsfield Ordinances, Chapter 3.002. 
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the planning report.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve the recommendations from Planning Committee regarding existing Conditional Use Permits.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Deneys, motion to send a letter to Wisconsin Department of Transportation objecting to the closing of County U and Hwy 29 intersection as presented in the proposed Hwy 29 interchange.  Motion carried.

Board of Appeals Variance Hearing granted the realignment of lot lines in the Potters Creek subdivision to make affected lots compliant with town regulations.  A new CSM must be approved by the Town Board.

Zoning Administrator Diederich reported on many issues still outstanding.  Letters have been sent or citation issued to try to rectify these issues.  Board is very pleased with her efforts.
Huetter/Tauscher, motion to sign the letter of understanding with Schenck & Associates for accounting/audit purposes.  Motion carried.

No word on the DNR conversion for the parkland.  An Amendment on the offer to purchase has been signed with the Meacham Family and will be signed with Mike Bodart for the purchase of the parkland on School road.  Extension expires February 28, 2011.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to sign a cooperative agreement with the Village of Suamico for proposed roadwork in 2011.  Motion carried.  Matt Maroczak will be contacted for prices for needed road patching, ditch cutting and spraying.
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve Building Permits, Land Use Permits and Construction Permits.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve invoices for current expenses.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Deneys, motion to approve checks 9027-9063.  Motion carried.

Rescue Squad Report:

Rescue Squad Meeting was held on Dec. 27, 2010.  Squad continues to operate ahead of budget.  At year end a refund should be expected with board members deciding if equal amounts will be added back into the vehicle fund.  Next meeting is scheduled for Jan. 24, 2011.

Fire Department Report:

Looking at trading the old ladder truck and a pumper truck for a 94 Spartan which would be used as a RIT vehicle.  Cash trade would be $35,000.  An extension to the line of credit for the equipment fund would be needed.  This addition would complete the truck fleet for awhile.  The next major purchase needed will be radios.
Chairman’s report:
Coopman hearing is scheduled for Feb. 28, 2011.There are advised to try to mediate first.  We have been notified that a violent sex offender is scheduled for release in this area.  We will be notified as to the exact location, but do not think it will be Pittsfield.  Steps at the town hall will be checked for repairs.
