A regular board meeting of the Town Board of Pittsfield was called to order by Chairman Deneys at 8:15 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present for roll were Chairman Deneys, Supervisor Huetter and Supervisor Tauscher.

The agenda was reviewed.  Note was made to add the recognition  of receipt of the Traveling Trophy, Pittsfield received for winning the Municipal Voter Challenge for the Nov. 2, 2010 election with 71.09% of registered voters who voted.  CONGRADUTLATIONS TOWN OF PITTSFIELD!!

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to approve the modified agenda.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to approve the printed minutes of the October 12 & 26, 2010 board meetings.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to open the floor for Public Discussion.  Motion carried.  Questions were asked regarding the billing for fire calls and  where to get information on when and how to report controlled burns.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to close the floor.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve the report.  Motion carried.

Planning Committee report:

1. John Ullmer, information on non conforming lots located on Brown County Line Road.  Can be sold as non conforming  lots but would not be buildable lots.

2. Darrell Mijal advised to get a sign permit for placement of advertising sign on Cty. B and Hazlewood Drive.
3. Request for advertisement sign on Old 29 must meet proper sign size before permit is issued.

4. CSM for RichardBorzych, recommend board approval with notation 3 being added as a Restrictive Covenant.

5. Recommend to the board denial of Conditional Use Permit to James Ginter/Bruce Hohmann , because of lot size and many pros and cons with the addition of more businesses to that property.

6. Report on use of other approved manufactured materials for culvert use instead of the now required metal material.  Recommend keeping the requirement for metal culverts as is.

7. Report from humane officer tabled.
8. Disposal of recycled foundry sand is monitored by the DNR.

9. Update on the Working Lands map was done.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the report.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve the CSM for Richard Borzych with the modification change recommended by Planning.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, the request for Conditional Use Permit applied for by James Ginter/Bruce Hohmann be denied. Voice vote: Huetter yes, Tauscher, yes, Deneys, yes.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to enter into an agreement for Legal and Engagement  Municipal Special Council with Attorney William Vande Castle at the rate of $125.00 per hour.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion not to sign the Amendment to Real Estate Lease Agreement with MSA Cellular Limited Partnership as recommended by legal council.  Motion carried.

Road Maintenance and Construction report:

1. Repairs have been made to the culverts in Potters Creek caused by the heavy rains.  Asphalt is hoped to be applied before winter sets in.

2. Matt Maroczak will be contacted to plan road repairs and continued ditch brushing and cutting for 2011.

3. Ditching is needed on Cottonwood.  Prices will be gotten for the work.

4. Ditching on School Drive will also be addressed.  McKeefry’s will be contacted for estimates on the work.
5. Mr. Freeberg will look into what plan of repair work can be done to fix the western portion of Old Hwy 29.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve the building permits, land use permits, culvert permits and construction permits.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the invoices for current expenses.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve checks 8936-8993 except for check 8976 to the Stewardship Fund which was paid in February.  Motion carried.

Rescue Squad Report:

Regular meeting was held October 25, 2010.  General fund has $6,356 in it and the equipment fund has $74,511 available.  Squad continues to operate at $27,338 ahead of budget.  A $2,000 donation was received by the squad which will be used to purchase jackets for First Responders.  Budget was set at $17.63 per capita, with Pittsfield’s share being $47,145.  No November meeting is scheduled.  Next meeting will be Dec. 27, 2010.
Fire Dept. Report:

A new member has been added to the department bringing the membership to 44.  No word on the FEMA grant.  A DNR grant was received with Pulaski’s portion being $9,274.  Reports on burning permits and reporting controlled burns was given.  Training for grain bin emergencies has begun with additional training being offered through the Coop’s this winter.  Farmers will be invited to attend the training as well which will be offered at an area school.  2011 budget has been approved.  There is some interest in the purchase of the two trucks available for sale.  Next scheduled meeting will be Nov. 23, 2010.
Chairman’s Report:

Working on the 2011 budget.  Land fill  monitoring report has been received.  All matters check out.  No word from the DNR on the Park Land conversion.  May need to extend the offer to purchase with the Meacham Family.
