A Regular board meeting of the Town Board of Pittsfield was held Tuesday, October 12, 2010.  Meeting was called to order by Chairman Deneys at 8:04 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present for roll were Chairman Deneys, Supervisors Huetter and Tauscher.
Huetter/Tauscher, motion to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to approve the printed minutes of the Sept. 7 and 27, 2010 Board meetings.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to open the floor for public comments.  Motion carried.

Many comments were heard with concerns over the poor conditions of many of the roads in the town.  Forest Drive is in need of grading after all the rain.  Praise was given for the great job of brush cutting in many of the road ditches.  Cottonwood is still in need of ditching.  Deneys/Huetter, motion to close the floor.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve the treasurer’s report.  Motion carried.

Planning committee report:
1. Recommend the board lower the speed limit on Hillside Drive to 45 MPR from Woodside to Brookside and 35 MPR from Cty. C to Woodside.

2. Recommend change to town ordinance, before wolf-dog are licensed, they show proof of compliance with all DNR regulations and permits.

3. Before a second business may be added to the Holman property a Conditional Use permit must be gotten.

4. Towns engineer will review the use of other manufactured culverts compared to the present required use of metal culverts.

5. Zoning administrator will send another letter to Lyle Fritzgerald to remind him of the need to bring his property into compliance and remove unused vehicles.

6. Review of duties of the Humane Officer was tabled.

7. Copies of the working lands map turned into Brown County were reviewed.  

8. Recommend to Jay Coopman to reapply for a Condition Use Permit for the operation of his Buy and Sell Business.

9. Scott Huguet presented information on the recycled by product form a Shawano foundry.

Tauscher/Deneys, motion to accept the planning report.  Motion carried.

Towns Engineer will do further study regarding the recycled by product from the Shawano Foundry.

Sealed bids were opened for the purchase of 78.5 acres of property owned by the Town of Pittsfield on School Drive.  One bid was received from Mike Bodart for $314,000.  Earnest money deposit of 10% or $31,400 was included with the bid.
Deneys/Huetter motion to accept the bid  contingent on DNR acceptance.

Voice vote:  Huetter yes, Deneys yes, Tauscher yes.  Motion carried.

Chairman will gather more information regarding sharing joint municipal attorney  with the Village of Suamico.
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve signing the DOT road map denoting the correct portions of Westline Road Pittsfield and Suamico are responsible for in their maintenance agreement.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve Mead and Hunt to draw up a plan for the repair of the culverts in Potters Creek, which were damaged in recent heavy rain falls.  The proposal was approved for up to $3,000.  Mead and Hunt will work with Brown County to repair the culverts and road as soon as possible.  Motion carried.

Budget workshop is scheduled for Tuesday, October 26, 2010 at 7:00 p.m.  Budget Hearing date is Tuesday, November 16, 2010, at 7:00 p.m.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve building permits, land use permits, culvert permits, and construction permits.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve the invoices for current expenses.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve checks 8887-8935, except voided checks 8893, and 8895-8900.  Motion carried.

Rescue Squad Report:

General fund has $6,355 available and the equipment fund has $74,898.  Pittsfield has only one first responder available at this time.  Squad continues to operate ahead of budget with $25,158 on hand.  Figures for 2011 budget will be finalized at the next board meeting.  All indications are the per capita rate will be below the past year.

Fire Dept. Report:

Meeting was held Sept. 28, 2010.  Presently have 40 active members.  Training for new members is being held at NWTC.  Building project is nearing completion.  Four new gas meters have been added.  Next meeting will be Oct. 27, 2010.
Chairman’s  report:
Received two complaints concerning the ditch brush cutting but overall most residence are pleased with it.
