A Condition User Permit has been applied for by Eugene Alexander, 5970 Kunesh Road, Pulaski, WI, 54162, for Parcel PI-341, to allow for the operation of a painting business in which building materials are prepared prior to installation. Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to accept the printed minutes of the August 10, 2010 board meeting.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huettter, motion to open the floor for public comment.  Being none, Deneys/Tauscher, motion to close the floor.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Deneys, motion to approve the report.  Motion carried unanimous consent.

Planning committee report:

1. Bruce Holman has removed horses from property on Hwy 32, on which he has a Conditional Use Permit  to allow for the sale of agricultural equipment.
2. Recommend board approve a $10 fee for review of conditional use permits.  Also a written form be send to persons receiving Condition Use Permits stating what the permit allows and having them sign it when receiving the form.
3. Recommend board approve the CSM for Rick Kaster, with the addition of the sanitary covenants.

4. Advised the Lardinois have a legal easement attached to the CSM to make the separation of the house from the family farm comply with town ordinances for proper acreage and frontage.

5. Gene Eisner, water coarse issue, no review necessary.

6. Recommend board approve kennel license for Robin Kobielak with a follow up review by Humane Officer Chris Bezio.
7. Paul Soletski  will be sent a letter to check on the progress of the unresolved boundary issue and remind him of the 12/2010 dead line to bring the lot into compliance.

8. Recommend board approve pond permit for Jay Pamperin, Forest Drive.

9. Issue on wolf-dog hybrids, tabled.

10. Received information from Tauscher Farms regarding energy project.  Conditional Use Permit and Building Permits must be gotten when project is ready to begin.

11. Town of Pittsfield entrance signs not necessary at this time.

12. Discussion with Pulaski Warehouse, recommend avenues for expanding business and placement for signs for advertising location of the business.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the planning committee report.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve the CSM for Rick Kaster with the addition of the sanitary covenant.  Motion carried.
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the pond permit for Jay Pamperin as recommended by Planning Committee.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter,  motion to approve private kennel license for Robin Kobielak for 11 dogs with a review of the situation by the Humane Officer, in 6 months.  Motion carried.

Tauscher Farms energy project, no action required at this time.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to sign the Offer to Purchase with the Meacham family for $205,000, for additional parkland, subject to the sale of the School Road land and approval of the conversion by the DNR.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve the advertising for bids for the School Road parkland.  Ads are to run Sept. 28, 2010 and Oct. 5, 2010.  Motion carried.

Discussion on the development of an athletic complex at Lannoye School.  No action taken.
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the rezoning for Eugene Alexander, of 3 acres, with the buildings, of parcel PI-341, from current zoning of (A-1) Agriculture to (B-1) Community Business.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to approve a Conditional Use Permit for Eugene Alexander for 5970 Kunesh Road, to allow for the operation of a painting business in which building materials are prepared prior to installation.  All DNR regulation regarding painting materials and fumes must be followed.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to sign contract with McKeefry & Sons for milling and grinding of Forest Drive.  2” stone option for an estimated cost of $16,875.00, with the provision that the work will be completed by the end of September 2010, and two gratings between now and freeze up.  Motion carried.
Tauscher/Deneys, motion to approve building permits, land use permits, culvert permits, and construction permits.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve invoices for current expenses.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve checks 8853-8886.  Motion carried.

Rescue Squad Report:

Meeting was held August 23, 2010.  $1,050 was raised by the first responder brat fry.  General fund has $9,785 and the equipment fund has $74,896.  Squad is presently operating at $18,460 ahead of budget. Next scheduled meeting will be Sept. 27, 2010.

Fire Dept. Report:

In July the fire department had 43 members.  Members received training for water rescue.
August membership was at 40 active members.  Problem valves on the new ladder truck are being repaired.  RIT and jaws training has been completed by members.  Next meeting will be Sept. 28, 2010.

Chairman’s report:

Continue to work on parkland sale.  Mileage map is being corrected with Suamico for shared road responsibilities for Westline.
