Town of Pittsfield

Chairman Keith Deneys call the Annual Meeting for the Town of Pittsfield  to order on Tuesday, April 12, 2011, at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Board members were introduced.  Present were Chairman Deneys, Supervisor Huetter, Supervisor Tauscher, and Clerk Bodart.  Treasurer Harrig was excused.  There were about 15 persons in attendance.
Clerk Bodart read the minutes of the April 13, 2010 Annual meeting.  Motion by Keith Deneys second by David Tauscher to approve the minutes.  Motion carried.

Chairman Deneys reported:

The State Budget is presently being held up in court.  The effects of the budget will not affect the predicted amounts our municipality used in their budget for this year.  If the budget passes we can expect to see significant decreases in money received for transportation aids, shared revenue and recycling grant.  This gives the town little choice but to cut road reconstruction even more to stay within our own budget.  The soccer land on School Road has been sold to Mike Bodart in an open public bid.  The DNR conversion has been approved.  The town has moved forward to purchase more desirable parkland.  15 acres adjoining Town owned property on Brookside Drive and an additional 10 acres on Kunesh Road which adjoins already owned parkland has been purchased by the Town.  $130,000 has been ear-marked to be used for park development to stay in compliance with the Stewardship conversion.  We will be looking for volunteers and ideas for the development of the park.  Brown County Northern Pike redevelopment has expressed interest in utilizing the creeks that run through this property.  The development of this park is intended not to cost the tax payers any extra money.  Presently there is a law suite pending against the original bidder who is in default because of the $180,000 loss the town must incur. 
Mark Frederickson from Gold Cross gave a report on the Rescue Squad.  In 2010 Pittsfield had 87 calls which represents 19% of the total runs.  The squad showed a positive return of $41,330.00  Gold Cross representative are meeting with Brown County, Shawano County and Oconto County representatives and will stay compliant with the new radio systems.  Motion by Helen Wagner second by Ray Tauscher to approve the report.  Motion carried.
Tri-County fire department report was given by James Stycznski. Pittsfield had 29 total runs in 2010.  A DNR grant for $9,000 was received.  For 2010 the department had an increase in its operating budget of 6.5% which was caused by the higher cost of utilities and operating expenses within the station.  Planning for possible construction of a Public Safety/Memorial area at the fire station to honor all police/fire/rescue members, past and present and to honor fallen Chief Frank Wichlacz.  Special training upcoming will be grain bin rescue along with many local departments and grain operators.  Motion by Tom Huetter second by Betty Huetter to approve the report.  Motion carried.
Treasurer Harrig’s report:

Ended the year 2010 with a positive $240,400.  Presently we have $613,000 in our general fund and $27, 796 in the Park Fund, $56,150 in the Stewardship fund.  Our present debt is $2,400,000.  If the state budget is approved we can expect a freeze on property tax and about a $50,000 loss in revenue.  A motion by Keith Deneys second by Matt Grassel.  Motion carried.
Assessor Report:

2010 assessment was $217,900,300.  2011 assessment is $220,398,100 or an increase of $2,497,800. Open book will be held May 3, 2011, 8:00 a.m. -10:00 a.m.  Board of review will be May 9 2011, 8:00 a.m.-10:00 a.m.  Motion by Betty Huetter second by Jenna Dias to approve the report.  Motion carried.

Building Inspector Report:

There were 10 new homes constructed in 2010.  Total new construction cost was $2,887,630.  Total revenue received by the town after expenses of issuing building permits was $2,444.00.  Motion by Helen Wagner second by Debbie Diederich to approve the report.  Motion carried.

Zoning Administrator report:
There was a total of 58 permit issued in 2010.  Work has been completed on the working lands map.  Because of the new budge the whole program may be revamped.  A big thank you to Debbie Diederick for her work on the map and getting it completed to meet dead lines.  A motion by Keith Deneys second by David Tauscher to approve the report.  Motion carried.

David Tauscher gave the report on the Sewer District.  There are 101 customers serviced by the department.  System ran well until we had the large amount of rain fall in a very short period of time which caused some problems with the grinder pumps in the Anston area.  Inspections done on the gravity line tested well.  Green Bay Metropolitan  Sewer District is updating its equipment which could result in an increase in fees.  Motion by Ray Tauscher second by Matt Grassel to accept the report.  Motion carried.

Because Brown County only matches what funds are spent from the bridge fund. Pittsfield will not be adding to this fund this year.  We presently have about $250,000 in the account to cover bridge/culvert replacement.
Motion by Keith Deneys second by David Tauscher to dispense with the reading of the financial statement.  Motion carried.

A motion by Tom Huetter second by Ray Tauscher to approve the 2010 financial statement.  Motion carried.

Discussion on voter turn out was held.

A motion by Mable Wagner second by Jenna Dias to adjourn at 8:15 p.m.  Motion carried.
