A Regular Board Meeting of the Town Board of Pittsfield was held on Monday,  April 12, 2010.  Meeting was called to order by Chairman Deneys at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present for roll were Chairman Deneys, Supervisor Huetter and Supervisor Tauscher.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve the Agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to approve the printed minutes of the March 11, 2010, meeting.  Motion carried unanimous consent.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to open the floor for public comment.  Motion carried.

No comments were heard.  Deneys/Huetter, motion to close the floor.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve the treasurer report.  Motion  carried.
Planning committee report:

1. Fee schedule will be reviewed next month.

2. Advise board to increase fee for weight limit permits to $200, agriculture products, pick up and delivery would be exempt.  Animal waste products would not be exempt.  Zoning administrator will review requests and may grand or reject permits.
3. Recommend adoption of the parade ordinance.

4. Discussion on working lands initiate.  A parcel map will be requested from the county to be used to outline requests of residence to try to meet their needs before a final map is sent to the county.  Committee will continue to work on the map and have a final to the county by August.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the report.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve changes to the fee schedule to include weight limit permits as recommended by planning.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve the adoption of Parade Ordinance with a security deposit when zoning administrator feels necessary.  Motion carried.

The sale of the parkland on School Drive has failed to follow through.  The property will be open for bidding.  Gary DeCaster has been advised he will be considered an unqualified bidder as he has failed to follow through with his present bid on the property.  Bid documents will be made available next month.
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to enter into a one year land rental agreement with Paul Bodart for parcels PI-592 and PI-598.  Motion carried.

A summons has been issued to Jay Coopmen by Municipal Prosecutor, William Vande Castle, for violation of the Town Ordinance. No: Section 3.402, Maintaining a Public Nuisance.  Initial appearance date is May 6, 2010.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to approve the reappointment of Helen Wagner and Mike Bodart to serve on the Planning Committee for a period of 2010-2013.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to reappoint Jerry Wesolowski and Ron Kazmierczak to serve on the Board of  Adjustment for a period of 2010-2013.  Motion carried.
Contract has been signed for $10,000 to do needed crack sealing.  Gil Wagner is working on repairs to roadways.  Matt Maroczyk will assess ditches for brush control and report to the board at the May meeting.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to sign Shawano County ( corrected 5/11/10) Mutual Aid Box Alarm System Agreement.  Motion carried.

Maintenance of the town  hall was discussed.  Gil Wagner will repair or hire someone to do the required work.  Deneys/Tauscher, motion to increase the rental rate of the town hall to $75.00 plus a deposit of $100.00.  Deposit may be pro-rated if hall is not left in satisfactory condition.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve building permits, land use permits and construction permits.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve invoices for current expenses.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve checks 8685-8722 except for check 8719, town hall deposit, which will be pro-rated because of unsatisfactory condition the town hall was left in.  Motion carried.

Rescue Squad Report:

Meeting was held March 22, 2010.  The squad is operating at a positive budget level so far this year.  The stand by policy will be reviewed for emergency on site duration of a public event.  In the future the backup unit will be used for such cases leaving the on call unit available for emergency calls should they arise. The diving suit the squad has will be kept with the suit the fire department has as such emergencies are a joint dispatch effort. Next meeting will be April 26, 2010 beginning with the Annual Meeting followed by the Regular Board Meeting.
Fire Department Report:

Meeting was held March 23, 2010.  Presently have 38 active members.  Several fires are still under investigation because of suspicious origin. A line of credit  has been established with Premier Bank for $100,000 for the building project and to help cover expenditures from last year.  New ladder truck is almost ready for service, at which time the old ladder truck will be readied for sale.  It is hoped the truck will sell for $20-$25,000.  Next meeting will be April 27, 2010.
Chairman’s report:

Work on parade ordinance as well as parkland sale on School Drive.  Meeting with Village of Howard Administrator discussing future land  issues.
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to adjourn to closed session, pursuant to Wis. Stat. 19.85 (1) (e) to discuss information regarding future land use in the town.  Voice vote, Huetter: ya, Tauscher: ya, Deneys: ya.  Motion carried unanimous consent.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to return to open session.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to adjourn at 8:58 p.m.  Motion carried.
