Deneys/Tauscher, motion to open the floor for public comment.  Motion carried.

It was suggested that the town consider issuing operators license for a two year term.

1. Chuck VanderLoop, seeking to place a 6’x 20’ sign on Pat Wichlacz property.  Must first have property rezoned Commercial and also get approval of the design of the sign.

2. Zoning Administrator received 300+ calls relating to the working lands .She continues to work on the map getting it ready to send to the state for approval.

3. Request to bring in a by-product to be used as fill from an out of town foundry.  Committee requests a copy of a DNR permit as well as endorsing  any other stipulations made by the DNR before allowing such fill to be brought into Pittsfield.

c. Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve Class “A” beer for Jack Deny contingent upon receiving application for operator license.  Motion carried.

Chairman continues to work with the Meachams to pursue purchase of addition parkland.

Road Maintenance:

2. Brown County Line Road , Brown County has regarded the shoulders.  Gill Wagner is working at patching areas as needed.

3. Kapla will began mowing a single pass on the road ditches.

Concerns were expressed because of pot holes on Brown County Line Road and Hillside Drive.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve building permits, land use permits, construction permits and culvert permits.  Motion carried.

Rescue Squad Report:

No meeting was held in the month of May.  Next scheduled meeting will be June 28, 2010.  Squad continues to operate $17,500 ahead of budget.

Fire Dept. Report:

Training is taking place on proper use of the new ladder truck.  Construction has begun on the addition to the fire station. No response has been received on the FEMA grant which means they have not as yet been eliminated.  Next grant application the department will seek funding for education and fitness equipment.  Randy Wichlacz was elected as acting Fire Chief for one year pending action on receiving a pardon for felony charges.

Chairman Report:

Working on parkland issues and well as the working lands.  Attended a joint municipal breakfast.
Huetter/Tauscher, motion to adjourn to closed session, pursuant to Wis. Stat. 19.85 (1) (g) to discuss possible legal action.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to return to open session.  Motion carried.

Discussion regarding Bay Lakes Builders permits.  Application for a building permit was denied because of a problem with 5040 Potters Crossing lot not conforming to Pittsfield set back regulations. House is only 17 feet from lot line. Developer was asked to have the lot conform before any future permits were issued.  So far this has not happened.  Because owners of 4801 Potters Crossing are on a time frame to build, zoning administrator will issue this permit with the understanding 5040 Potters Crossing will conform with towns regulations no later than the end of 2010.

Chairman reported Attorney Paul Kent will be joining the law firm of Stafford Rosenbaum.  He will continue to represent Pittsfield on as needed basis.
