The Town Board of Pittsfield held a regular board meeting on Monday, March 7, 2011.  Meeting was called to order at 7:15 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present for roll call were Supervisor Huetter, Supervisor Tauscher and Chairman Deneys.
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the agenda but delete No. 17, as there were no permits issued this month.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to approve the minutes of the February 8, and February 22, 2011 meetings.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to suspend the rules and open the floor for comments from Troy Streckenbach, candidate for County Executive.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to open the floor for public comment.  Being none, Deneys/Tauscher, motion to close the floor.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve the report.  Motion carried.

Planning Committee report:

1. Report from Brown County Land and Water with suggestion on options to receive aids for development of the new parkland.

2. Review of the Revision of Formal Stewardship Grant Conversion Request.

3. Michelle Bartoletti, presented information on establishing a Hazard Analysis plan for Pittsfield as part of her Science Degree in Public Administration.
4. Recommend the board approve adoption of NFPA-1 into Pittsfield Municipal Code.

Tauscher/Deneys, motion to approve the report.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve the Resolution to relocate the easement in River Forest Height Subdivision from its current location to a new location set forth on the Certified Survey Map, and have it established as Parkland rather than as an easement. Motion carried.

A review of the 2010 financial statement and audit was given by Schenck & Assoc.  Tauscher/Huetter, motion to approve the report.  Motion carried.

Treasurer Harrig gave an update regarding passage of the proposed State Budget on local affairs.
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve Matt Maroczyk to do needed patching on designated roads on a time and material basis.  Approximate cost of labor would be $4,000 and would require approximately 45 ton of material.  Motion carried.  Work will begin when frost is out of the ground.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to mill 2 inches and pave 2 inches of surface of  Old 29 west to County Y at approximate cost of $142,500.  Motion carried.
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to have Mr. Wagner hire a mason to repair front steps at the town hall at approximate cost of $1,000-$1300.  Motion carried.
An estimate will be gotten to replace the shingles on the south end of the town hall.

Steel post will be placed at troublesome road dip areas  so that caution signs can be put up as needed.

Weight limit signs will be put up by March 15, depending on weather conditions.

Stewardship Conversion Revision has been submitted to the DNR along with the appraisal.  It is hoped a closing on the parkland purchase can be done by March 31, 2011.

Verbiage on the Condition Use Permit  issued at Feb. 8, 2011 town board meeting, is to include the sale of boats, recreational vehicles, automobiles, trucks, as well as non- commercial, non-industrial storage and future campground.  Conditions also include, (a) Items for sale not to have the appearance of salvage items, or structural damage. (b) No item for sale shall have independent signage  listing alternate contact information.
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to adopt NFPA-1 into the Town of Pittsfield Municipal Code as recommended by Planning.  Motion carried.

Board of Review will be Monday, May 9, 2011, 8:00 a.m. – 10:00 a.m.  Regular Town Board Meeting will be rescheduled to Tuesday, May 3, 2011.
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the invoices for current expenses.  Motion carried.

Tauscher/Deneys, motion to approve checks 9109-9139.  Motion carried.

Rescue Squad Report:

No meeting was held in February.  Next scheduled meeting will be March 28, 2011.

Fire Dept Report:

Presently have 41 members.  Have purchased 5-6 turn out gear equipment.  No word on the FEMA grant which means we still may receive some of that grant money.  A gas detector has been gotten with donated money.  A live training burn was done when taking down the Maple Grove Town Hall.  $13,800 was gotten from an OJA Grant and used for the purchase of mobile radios.  $5,600 is still needed for addition radios.
Chairman Report:

Attorney for Jay Coopman has filed for dismissal of the  appeal.  DeCaster deposition will be done in April.
