A regular board meeting of the town board of Pittsfield was held on Tuesday, May 11, 2010.  Meeting was called to order by Chairman Deneys at 7:37 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present for roll call were Chairman Deneys, Supervisor Huetter and Supervisor Tauscher.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Deneys motion to approve the minutes of the April 12, 2010 meeting with the addition of Shawano County Mutual Aid Box Alarm System Agreement.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher motion to open the floor for public comment.  Motion carried.

Clerk reported Pittsfield will receive a recycling grant for $5,500.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to close the floor.  Motion carried.

Planning Committee Report:

1. Recommend approval of CSM for Gregory Parins.
2. Recommend approval of CSM for Richard Olson with the addition or the Sanitary covenants.

3. Reviewed pond permit for Rusty Borzych.   Zoning administrator will make him aware of the fact he may be responsible for road damage if it should occur because of the need to haul material off site for the project.  Recommend adding the requirement for a construction deposit for future pond permits, and also a one year expiration date for the permit.
4. Reviewed map for Work Lands.  Public meeting on this subject will take place May 19, 2010.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve the Planning Committee Report.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve CSM for Richard Olson with the addition of the Sanitary Covenant.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Huetter, motion to approve the CSM for Gregory Parins.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the updated fee schedule.  Motion carried.

Parkland on School Drive will be offered for public bid.  Bid package will be available contingent upon approval of the towns attorney.  Notice will be advertised in the news paper as well as towns newsletter.  Previous bidder will be  made aware of law suit.  Tauscher/Huetter, motion to proceed with the bidding process and negotiations for the purchase of addition parkland.  Motion carried.

Huetter/Tauscher, motion to hire Matt Maroczak on a time and material basis, to cut and spray brush on approximately 12 miles of road, with a limit of $8,000 to be spent this year.  Motion carried.  A record will be kept on progress of this project with a program being developed to eventually include all roads in the rural area. 

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to hire Matt Maroczak  to patch Pittco Road using a hot asphalt mix.  Motion carried.
Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the replacement of the bridge on School Road as recommended by the county.  Voice vote: Deneys, yes: Huetter, yes: Tauscher, yes.  Motion carried unanimous consent.

Lighting for the flag pole at the town hall has been tabled.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve building permits, land use permits, culvert permits, and construction permits.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve the invoices for current expenses.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to approve checks 8724-8759 except for voided check 8743.  Motion carried.

Deneys/Tauscher, motion to open the floor for discussion regarding issue with vicious dog report at 5502 Old 29 Drive.  Motion carried.

Owner has received two citation because of dogs being off owners property and fear for safety of adjoining neighbors children. The dogs are reported as to have attack and killed a neighbors small dog.  Owner is in violation of Town of Pittsfield Nuisance Ordinance 3.401 (g) animals at large.  Deneys/Huetter, motion effective immediately, no dogs allowed on this property from this point forward.  Motion carried unanimous consent.  Mr. Eisner was asked if he fully understood the motion.  He stated he was to get rid of the dogs to put the neighbors at peace.
Rescue Squad Report:

Annual meeting was held on April 26, 2010.  All officers were reelected  to their previous positions. Regular monthly meeting followed.  General fund presently has $6,139.89.  Equipment fund has $74,887.64.  Squad is presently running $15,922 ahead of budget.  A new stand-by policy has been adopted.  The primary squad will respond and stay on site with the law enforcement. If an emergency calls comes in the primary will respond to the emergency and the back up unit will come on to the law enforcement site. At this time no meeting is scheduled for May unless deemed necessary.  Next scheduled meeting will be June 28, 2010.
Fire Dept. Report:

Annual meeting was held April 27, 2010.  All officials remained in their same positions.  Regular  meeting followed.  Presently have 42 members.  Members pagers have been updated and should be good through 2012.  Some members have completed the driver certification class which now enables them to train other member on how to drive and operate the different equipment used by the department.  The new ladder truck is now in operation.  Construction of the addition to the fire station has begun.  On April 30, 2010 a board of directors meeting was held. 

Chairman’s report:

Continue to work with the Meachams regarding the sale of future parkland.  A public meeting will be held May 19, 2010 on the Working Lands with review of the proposed zoning map.  Town of Pittsfield will host  the Wisconsin Towns Association quarterly meeting July 22, 2010.
